TPCA: nearly 175 thousand cars in six months
Kolín, 3 July 2009 – Over the first six months of 2009, TPCA Toyota Peugeot Citroën has manufactured a total of 174,949 cars. The same figure last year was 173,859, which represents a mild growth of production in annual comparison, reaching 0.6 percent. From start of production in February 2005 until now, the car plant in Kolín has manufactured more than 1.2 million Toyota Aygos, Peugeot 107s and Citroën C1s already. The demand for TPCA’s cars does not suffer any decline despite the current turmoil when most carmakers are forced to restrict their productions. Kolín’s TPCA gradually increases its production, thus being one of the most stable industrial companies in the Czech Republic. 
„We are expecting a slightly better result for this year, compared to the last one, when we have manufactured over 324 thousand cars,“ Jiří Černý, VP of the company, commented on the results of the first half of 2009. TPCA’s largest markets remain the same – Italy, France, Germany and the United Kingdom. The company does not publish mid-year financial results. 
Last year, TPCA has manufactured a total of 324,289 cars, a number five percent up compared to the year before. The plant’s production is equally allocated to all three brands, consisting of 108,008 Toyota Aygos, 108,192 Peugeot 107s and 108,089 Citroën C1s. The company’s revenue declined by four percent in annual comparison, totaling CZK 49 billion. Profits before taxation remained on the same level due to attained savings in expenses, reaching CZK 1.4 billion.

Production was launched in February 2005 and has reached the planned yearly capacity of 300,000 cars the year after. As per today, TPCA employs 3,500 members of staff. Revenue of approximately CZK 50 billion ranks TPCA among the biggest exporters in the Czech Republic. The manufacturing plant based in Kolín produces the models of Toyota Aygo, Peugeot 107 and Citroën C1, reliable city cars with low consumption of fuel. TPCA employs the most environment-friendly technology, as proven with the BAT (Best Available Techniques) certificate, which the plant was awarded along with an international certificate of management of environmental protection EN ISO 14001:2004. TPCA has donated more than CZK 73 million in support of the region of Kolín already.
