Production has been started in February 2005 and has reached the planned yearly capacity of 300,000 cars the year after. TPCA employs 3,600 members of staff. Revenue of approximately CZK 50 billion ranks TPCA among the biggest exporters in the Czech Republic. The manufacturing plant based in Kolín produces the models of Toyota Aygo, Peugeot 107 and Citroën C1, compact city cars with low consumption of fuel. TPCA has the most environment-friendly technologies, as proven with the BAT (Best Available Techniques) certificate, which the plant was awarded along with an international certificate of management of environmental protection EN ISO 14001:2004. TPCA has donated more than CZK 80 million in support of the region of Kolín already. 
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
