TPCA awards its fifth annual grants to the region
Kolín, 24 March 2010 – Kolín-based car manufacturer TPCA Toyota Peugeot Citroën announces the fifth annual grant programme of TPCA named Partnership for Kolín region, under which it will allocate CZK 4 million to projects of local non-profit organizations. Since established, the company has been supporting development of the region, already reaching the amount of CZK 81 million. Contrary to the recent annual programmes, non-profit organization may apply for up to 100% funding of their projects. In 2010, TPCA will donate funds to project pursuing three priorities, namely the environment, safe traffic and living together.

„In the area of the environment, we want to focus particularly on conceptual projects. The topic is a matter of the presenters, but we aim at projects that the environment will benefit from in the end“, says Vadim Petrov, general manager of the Corporate Affairs department. The purpose of the second priority is safety of inhabitants travelling in the region. TPCA wishes to support systematic improvement of the traffic situation and is prepared to subsidize pedestrian, bicycle or water transport, particularly in connection with local tourism. „The objective of the third category is support of projects allowing citizens of the region to participate in public life and events in the city or village, such as family centres, associations and similar“, Vadim Petrov adds.
